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Office Equipment
· Desk

· Chair (adjustable, ergonomic office chair)

· Computer (see Checklist/Audit of GP requirements  Form 4.1)

· Secure storage/filing cabinet for paperwork/reference material

· One (or two) chairs for residents and/or family to use

Clinical equipment

· Examination couch (adjustable height preferable or set bench with steps and access to lifting equipment as required)

· Examination lighting (adjustable lamp with wall/table mounting or mobile base)

· Secure storage for medical supplies

· Clinical hand basin

· Taps (clinical lever style for elbow use)

· Handwashing soap (pump dispenser)

· Hand towel dispenser
· Examination equipment (eg sphygmomanometer, stethoscope, auriscope, thermometer, neuro torch – please discuss equipment provision, location and maintenance/repair process with visiting GPs. This will be facility specific)

· Other disposables (eg sharps containers, examination gloves, spatulas, blood and specimen collection equipment – please discuss provision, location and ordering process with visiting GPs. This will be facility specific)
