The June 2002 update of the reference file with maps of postcode/locality to statistical local area (SLA) is in tab delimited text format with field names contained in the first line.

The file consists of:

· 25430 records assigning postcode/localities to 5 digit SLA code with the first digit of the SLA code being the state identifier. For further reference, please refer to the Australian Standard Geographical Classification (ASGC) 2001, catalogue number 1216.0, published by the Australian Bureau of Statistics.

· Postcodes/localities listed correspond to places of residence only (ie. non-residential postcodes corresponding to post office boxes, roadside delivery points, business points etc.) are excluded from the file.

· Each record also lists the five most populated SLA’s (SLA code and population weight) found in each postcode/locality. The population weight is expressed in parts per thousand.
