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[bookmark: _Toc152231821]Who is the Japanese encephalitis vaccine recommended for?
[bookmark: _Toc97299065]In Victoria, the Japanese encephalitis (JE) vaccine is available free-of-charge and recommended for people aged 2 months or older in the following priority groups: 
Eligible local government areas:
· People who live or work (including volunteer work) in any of the eligible local government areas (LGAs) listed below People who plan to visit any of the eligible LGAs in Victoria listed below, or any interstate high risk areas, for  outdoor recreation such as hiking, camping, caravaning, fishing, boating and hunting, until 31 July 2026.

No restriction to local government areas: 
· People who work at, reside at, or have a planned non-deferable visit to a:
· piggery, including but not limited to farm workers and their families living at the piggery, transport workers, veterinarians (including veterinary students and nurses) and others involved in the care of pigs
· property that has been confirmed to be infected with JE virus
· property suspected to be infected with JE virus
· pork abattoir or pork rendering plant.
· Personnel who work directly with mosquitoes through their surveillance (field or laboratory based) or control and management, and indirectly through management of vertebrate mosquito-borne disease surveillance systems (e.g., sentinel animals) such as:
· environmental health officers and workers (urban and remote)
· entomologists.
· All diagnostic and research laboratory workers who may be exposed to the virus, such as persons working with JE virus cultures or mosquitoes with the potential to transmit JE virus, as per the Australian Immunisation Handbook. <https://immunisationhandbook.health.gov.au/contents/vaccine-preventable-diseases/japanese-encephalitis>
Vaccine information
There are two safe and effective vaccines for JE: Imojev® and JEspect®. 
Imojev® vaccine is prioritised in the Victorian JE vaccination program.
Imojev® is contraindicated in people who are immunocompromised, and in pregnant women.

[bookmark: _Vaccine_dose_and]Booster doses
JE vaccine booster doses are recommended for people 1-2 years after their primary course if they remain eligible in Victoria, and their primary course was with: 
· Imojev®, and the individual was <18 years at time of primary dose, OR 
· JEspect®.

JE booster doses are funded as part of the Victorian JE vaccination program for eligible people. 
People seeking JE vaccination for the purpose of international travel are advised to discuss their vaccination requirements with their GP or a travel clinic.
[bookmark: _Toc152231823][bookmark: _Toc97299066]Reporting JE vaccine to AIR
All JE vaccines must be reported to the Australian Immunisation Register (AIR). 
It is mandatory for all vaccination providers to report to the AIR:  
· the route of administration for JE vaccines; and  
· information about the vaccine type for JE vaccines. 

Route of administration 
Under the ‘route of administration’ field, vaccination providers can choose from one of the following options for the brand of vaccine administered.

Under the ‘vaccine type’ field, vaccination providers can choose from one of the following options.

	Antenatal
	Vaccine is administered to an individual who is pregnant

	Other
	Vaccine is funded under a state or territory program


Table 2: options for vaccine type field for vaccination providers
NOTE:  Where an individual is pregnant, providers should report the ‘Antenatal’ option in the first instance.
Reporting JE vaccinations to the AIR means that the register contains a complete and reliable dataset and is able to monitor immunisation coverage and administration. It also means that individuals have a complete record of their vaccinations. Please ensure you report the correct JE vaccine brand to AIR.
[bookmark: _Toc152231824]Vaccine transport, storage, and handling 
JE vaccine is to be stored and transported according to National vaccine storage guidelines: Strive for 5 <https://www.health.gov.au/resources/publications/national-vaccine-storage-guidelines-strive-for-5>.
· store JE vaccine at +2°C to +8°C 
· do not freeze 
· protect from light.

Providers can order the JE vaccine via the Onelink Online portal <https://www.onelinkonline.net/>. 
Due to limited supply, vaccine order limits are in place. If you require additional stock that exceeds your current ordering limit, contact the Immunisation Program immunisation@health.vic.gov.au before submitting an order. 
Providers are advised to monitor Onelink ordering templates for further information.

Surveillance of Adverse Events Following Vaccination in the Community (SAEFVIC) is Victoria’s safety surveillance service. 
· All unexpected or medically attended AEFI are to be reported to SAEFVIC.
· Contact SAEFVIC for expert clinical advice following vaccine errors. (For hours of operation refer to the SAEFVIC website).
· Manage the AEFI by your usual clinical pathways.
