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This statement of trade is for a business that has an ongoing notification of a vehicle under the Food Act for the following:

· where the main activity being conducted is the sale of uncooked meat or chicken which has all been processed, packaged and labelled at and transported from a meat processing facility licensed under the Meat Industry Act 1993 or at a facility for which there is a corresponding authority in force under a corresponding law of another State or Territory; AND  

· all of this uncooked meat or chicken is sealed in a robust, leak-proof container;

· all of this uncooked meat or chicken will be sold in this packaging at a market (such as a farmers’ market, or a market organised by a Rotary or Lions Club, or a school fete or a fair or “field day” attended by traders);
· all of this uncooked meat or chicken will be stored in the vehicle before it is sold;

· if any other food is sold, it will only be pre-packaged low risk food (such as bottled chutney or other preserves) which is stored separately to the uncooked meat or chicken;
· this activity is conducted from the meat transport vehicle(s) listed in the notification;

· the licence for the meat transport vehicle(s) is held in the name of the proprietor of the business which sells the packaged meat at the market (this may be a natural person, a partnership or a company). 
You can conduct this activity at markets anywhere in Victoria whilst your Primesafe licence is current. But before you do so you must inform the councils in which you will be trading about your intentions.

At least five days before trading at a market, you must lodge a Food Act statement of trade (SOT) in each council district where you will be operating. This includes your principal council, if you operate in that district. This form can be used for ALL council districts in Victoria.  

If you know your planned trading schedule at markets for a period of time – whether it be a week, a month, or longer - this can be listed in this form. You do not need to complete a separate form for each event or period of trading 
within different council districts. One form can cover all your activities in all districts. 

For the trading details section you must list the date range at which the vehicle may operate from the site eg 1/12/2012 – 1/3/2013. 

How to lodge this form: This form must be submitted to each council in whose district you will be trading. A copy must also be given to your principal council so that it understands the extent of your operations, and can answer any questions asked by other councils. The principal council is the one you have notified under the state-wide system. To find out the name of the other council(s) that you intend to operate in, along with their contact details, refer to the Department of Planning and Community Development (DPCD) website www.dpcd.vic.gov.au/localgovernment/find-your-local-council or telephone DPCD on 1300 366 356.
