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The PAV assessment record 2012 is available and should be used by all assessment agencies.  A PDF and an interactive word document version may be sourced from the PAV website http://www.health.vic.gov.au/agedcare/services/pav/. 
The PAV assessment record has been revised to include an additional checklist item for Part A Eligibility Criteria 1 to trigger assessor attention to the consideration of whether the applicant needs daily monitoring, to assist minimising inappropriate referrals to PAV.  The PAV program and service guidelines 2010 and the web based training tool for PAV assessors guide assessor decision making about an applicant’s need for daily monitoring.  
The following SCTT 2012 templates do not duplicate information held in the PAV Assessment Record 2012 and must be completed and sent to the PAV service provider with the PAV Assessment Record.  The mandatory SCTT 2012 templates are: 

· Consumer Information
· Referral Cover Sheet and Acknowledgement
· Accommodation and Safety Arrangements
· Summary and Referral Information
· Consent to Share information

And for referrals to the HACC Response Service the following template is required:

· Functional Assessment Summary
Other templates are used where there is a business requirement, including the single page screener of health and social needs.

The Department of Health supports electronic information management systems to enhance service coordination, including electronic referrals to the PAV service provider.
